e |s the costume racially, ethnically or culturally based?

o If the answer yes, it is probably going to make some children from

different cultures or of different ethnicity feel unsafe
e Does your child belong to that group of people?

o If the answer is no, then reflect on what it means to borrow someone’s
culture or race or identity for the day. It is not a costume but their
everyday lives.

o Is the costume meant to be funny? Why is it funny?

m If the costume is meant to be funny because it is making light of
an ethnic group or racial group, or someone’s gender identity, then
it is only hurtful.

e If you are not sure about a costume then choose another one for school or dress
in traditional Halloween colors or an object or your favorite animal. There are so
many choices!
